In 2016, NEXCO-West USA worked with Pennsylvania’s De-
partment of Transportation to quantify and map rebar level de-
lamination in the top of a target bridge deck in Lancaster, PA. An
analysis was produced based off visual and thermal data acquired

at posted roadway speed limits.

Our field team also conducted a hands-on inspection of the

bridge to help verify and supplement the NDE data collected.
Quantities of deficient areas were finalized in a plan-view map and
exported to a CAD file for delivery. The client used the CAD file to
support their own reporting process to the bridge owner.
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
