
SUMMARY 
NEXCO and the University of Central Florida (UCF) collabora-

tively evaluated two target bridge structures managed by the Na-

tional Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) at Kennedy 

Space Center (KSC). The bridges carry NASA Causeway over the Indi-

an River. With the implementation of rapid scanning NDE technolo-

gy,  the total surface area of deficient findings was mapped and 

quantified. 

Our deck scanning system, DTSS, was used to scan the deck 

top surface, while our universal scanning system, U3S, was used to 

scan the soffit, girders, and bents. The field team completed the pi-

lot project within a few days’ time.  Data captured by boat can result 

in blurred or low-quality imagery, but the U3S system can compen-

sate for the boat’s movement and still yield excellent resolution for 

crack mapping. 
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
